Introduction
The EIP on AHA was established in 2012 and has more than 3000 partners involved from all over Europe. One of the objectives of the EIP on AHA is to gathered and upscale good and promising (AAL) practices that have been developed and tested to different degrees, within European as well as national, regional and local funding programmes. 

To assist the upscaling and further deployment of the good and promising practices, a repository has been developed through the PROEIPAHA project, which will include a large number of these good and promising (AAL) practices. They have been presented and described by the owners of the good practices and assessed on an overall level by representatives of the 6 action groups in the EIP on AHA.

But in order for these practices to be transferred from one European setting to another, a repository is not sufficient. It is an important start and a necessary foundation to create an overview and understanding of the practices, but for successful transfer, twinning and / or mentoring to take place between the settings, stakeholders and partners have to meet with the main objective to focus on, discuss and exchange practical experiences with the good practices. Concrete dialogues and interregional collaboration needs to be established between the partners of the different settings.

The three Brussels based networks; ERRIN (European Regions, Research and Innovation Netwotk), CORAL (Community of Regions for Assisted Living) and EUREGHA (European Regional and Local Health Authorities), represent many of the regions and other stakeholders being active in the EIP on AHA and who have presented good practices to the repository. These three networks have therefore gone together to develop and implement this workshop, involving their members by sharing their good practices with a broader audience.

This workshop will create the foundation for the needed discussion and exchange of experiences, bringing the EIP on AHA a step further from the good and promising practices being presented in the repository to real upscaling, twinning and transfer, supporting the concrete deployment of European good and promising practices.
